Reflection Papers

The Reflection Papers (Essays): Respond to each of the following in a carefully developed essay of 2-3 pages; typed, double-spaced, with correct grammar, punctuation, and spelling. Of course, there is no right or wrong answer to these; the objective, and the basis upon which they will be evaluated, is to: 1) carefully respond to the questions being asked, 2) be concrete and specific in your reactions, 3) address all component questions (cover them distinctly, but also weave them together into a cohesive essay), 4) articulate and communicate clearly, 5) demonstrate thoughtful refinement of your responses for the final portfolio, 6) complete them on time [the due dates are absolute].

Note: if you fail to turn them in on the initial due date, they will be given no credit in the final portfolio

Reflective Essay Goal #1: Due near the first part of September

The purpose of a university is to foster a comprehensive learning experience that integrates academic study with the life and culture of the university. 
Discuss some of the ways that you can foresee this happening. How will the campus life and culture support your academic work? What kinds of programs and activities are available at Northwest to do this? 

Reflective Essay Goal #2: Due mid September

Discuss how your program of study will prepare you for your long-term goals. 
What will your academic work do for you in preparation for long-term plans? What experiences outside the classroom will provide you with the tools for success in these plans? How will they do this? What are your personal responsibilities in making these plans come to fruition?

Reflective Essay Goal #3: Due towards the end of September

Assess what you feel will be necessary for a productive classroom experience by considering the following: 
What are your expectations for the college classroom compared to the high school classroom? What are the responsibilities of the student in the classroom? How can you adapt to the teaching styles you expect to experience? What skills or strategies do you plan to use to become an effective discussant and presenter in the classroom?
