Values Auction

Choose:

1.  a “banker” 

2.  an auctioneer

Each student is to be given the list of values.  
Give students five (5) minutes to decide what values are most important to them and their character.  
Students may mark on the paper as needed.  
Each student will be given $1000 (imaginary $$) to spend to try to buy their desired value(s).  
Bid are accepted in increments of $100.  
Highest bid wins the value.  
When a student wins their bid, they mark or give their money with/to “Banker.”  
Track the values each student won.

Questions for Processing

· What did you learn about your values as a result of the auction?

· What did you learn about the values of the class in general?

· Which items cost the most?

· Which items cost the least? 

· Was anyone willing to bid all $1000 on just one value?

· How many values did each student purchase?  What does this say about their values?

· Does anyone have money left over?  What does this say about this person’s values?
