Freshman Seminar Curriculum Components to be 

Reported to Freshman Seminar Office by Section Instructors

This curriculum includes three goals, ten assignments, and ten in-class activities. Instructors will meet with their sections eighteen times (including large-group presentations and meeting individually with students at least twice). The Noel Levitz survey will be administered to students every other year (in 2010, not in 2009).
GOAL #1: Help students develop Supportive Social Networks.
Measured activities/assignments to meet this goal should include:

Assignments (to be completed outside of class) 

Advantage Week: Attend Advantage Week activities, turn in the Advantage Week card, and meet with advisors. 
Residential Life: Attend two Residential Life events and turn in the attendance forms.  
Campus Involvement: Attend two events such as the organizational fair to learn about campus organizations. (Individual teachers will determine what will be turned in for this assignment and what events will count.)
Activities (to be completed during class)
Getting-to-Know-You: Students will share information about themselves and learn about others. (Ideas are available on the web site for this activity.)
Human Interaction: Students will explore assertiveness, personality, conflict resolution, and/or other topics related to effective interaction. 
Diversity: Students will learn about and discuss appropriate attitudes relative to social sameness and difference. (Options will include current BRIDGEs presentations or a choice of other activities.)

GOAL #2:  Help students develop an Academic Plan for Success
Specific components of the Plan for Success to be measured include:

Assignments (to be completed outside of class)

Weekly Schedule and Time Use Analysis: Complete an online time use analysis and develop and turn in a weekly schedule. This assignment should be completed early in the trimester. 
Personal Goals: Complete an online form to identify long-term goals and develop plans to achieve those goals.  
Four-year Plan: Adjust standard four-year plans according to individual needs and circumstances. 
Final Advisement Appointment & Registration: Meet with advisors to review academic plans. Register for classes. 
Activities (to be completed during class)
College Success: Students will learn about time management and other skills for a successful first year in college. (This could be the Ultimate Road Trip or another group presentation.) 
Financial Management: Students will learn about managing their money. (This could be the large-group presentation or any teacher-developed or invited presentation). 
Academic Tools: Together, students will practice using the academic catalog, learn how to access and use CatPaws, figure GPA’s, etc. 

Academic Skills: Students will learn about study skills, approaches to reading textbooks and taking notes, and test-taking strategies. (Resources are currently available on the FS website and/or ARCHs can provide a class presentation.)

GOAL # 3: Help students access Campus Resources.
Assignments (to be completed outside of class) 

Library Scavenger Hunt: Complete a form to demonstrate familiarity with physical and online library resources. 
Campus Resources Tour Online: Explore campus resources via the NWMSU website. 
Campus Events: Attend two cultural, multicultural, and/or education events as outlined by the instructor. 

Activities (to be completed during class)
Campus Tour: Students will go and see important places around campus. 
Campus Resources Presentations: Teachers will invite at least one campus resource (e.g. Campus Safety, Career Services, Personal Development & Counseling) to give an in-class presentation.  
History/Culture of Northwest: Students will learn about the history and culture of the university.
