Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by President Fridell precisely at 3:15
Approval of December 2009 Minutes 
Motion to approve the minutes by Thornsberry, Second by McCall.  Unanimous approval.
Approval of Agenda
Fridell requests addition of a medical excuse presentation by Dr. Wilmes under “other” on the agenda. Motion to accept agenda with addition by Thornsberry. Second by Rohs. Unanimous approval.
Recognitions
A new senator, Vincent Bates, who will replace Senator Bill Richardson for the remainder of this academic year was introduced.

No other recognitions were noted.  

Presentations

S.T.A.T.S.
Jason Williams, Montoya Lucas, and Lloyd Fontenot from the Students Taking Action Through Service (S.T.A.T.S.) group presented. Williams described activities of the group:
· Give college tours

· Visits to inner city schools

· Fundraising to begin a $1000 scholarship 

· Organize a University Academy to bring students to campus/directed by Jeremy Waldeier and Ame Lambert
· Student team will train in advocacy program designed to share information with high school students
· Sponsor study sessions in the Station for all students.
 Walker asked who goes to schools. Williams stated 45 consistent members participate in school visits. Those individuals sign up to go to schools and sign up to give tours. 
Weiss asked if they ever work with faculty and indicated some faculty might be willing to volunteer to tutor during the study sessions. Williams indicated he would pursue this thought and thanked the faculty for their comments.
Concealed Weapons on Campus 
Clarence Green reported that no legislation has been introduced in the Missouri Senate to date that references campuses. The Missouri Sheriffs Association are supporting conceal and carry legislation for all and they are a powerful lobbying group. Our campus police office currently stores 21 weapons voluntarily surrendered by students. Currently the Board of Regents has authority for gun control on campus. If conceal and carry legislation passes it could take away this type of local control for campuses. Green predicts this legislation will eventually pass as it has passed in other states.
Other-Medical excuse presentation
Gerald Wilmes discussed medical excuses. He noted the Wellness Center is here to support the mission of the University and is interested in working toward common ground regarding medical excuses.
Mardis asked if a syllabus states an excuse policy, how does a phone conversation to the Wellness Center meet that requirement. 
Wilmes answered that having students with suspected H1N1 call into the Wellness Center were based on CDC recommendations and local medical experts. Phone intervention was recommended to control exposure. The Wellness Center is sensitive to not being perceived as trying to dictate classroom policies.

However, current practices to reduce exposure should always apply during flu season and medical documentation can be counterproductive in terms of controlling exposure. 

Thornsberry wondered if electronic documentation could be efficient in the event of a phone call. 
Rohs added perhaps faculty members would receive more direct and timely communication from the student if documentation from the wellness center was not included as a requirement in the syllabus. 
Rytting added perhaps a policy of no consequences until a week of absences is reached. Then, absences beyond that limit would require documentation.

Fridell suggested a committee of Senate representatives to make some recommendations. Breckenridge, Holm, and Zeliff (suggested by Walker) were identified as committee members.

Provost’s Report, Doug Dunham
Dunham thanked departments for voluntary contributions to the ongoing budget issues. These contributions have brought reserves to about 3.5 million. He also thanked faculty for adapting quickly to the cancellations (due to weather) as the trimeseter began. The Higher Learning Commission, as part of normal processes, is visiting off campus sites in KC, St. Joe, and Joplin. Those sites are busy preparing documentation.

Spencer and Bellamy suggest use of descriptive names and Walker suggested seeing what language


other universities are using. Senators are asked to talk with colleagues and come share suggestions.
Comment Cards   

Senator McCall brought a comment card concern to the attention of Senate (also see email addendum) McCall noted that student comment cards sent to the President should be signed. Furthermore, complaints should start at the chair level, coming to the department. A concern is that students were told by one department to send quality cards about another department. McCall’s department would like to prevent this type of occurance, and instead encourage due process starting with departments. 

On line comment cards concern some also as they can be utilized from others outside of our University.

Grispino noted that is an ethical issue when an anonymous person can write about another and this anonymity impacts all of us.
Spencer noted that the system could be valuable as something that can move idea along, but that it should only be utilized and allowed for university related issues.
Mardis recognized that getting the positive comments is nice. 

Holm wondered who sees the negative comment cards, and if they are signed could the signature be removed prior to sharing with individuals. 

Grispino noted that the cards go to the President, Provost, and the Dean.
Rytting noted that the function should be for institutional issues not for individuals. Processes for addressing concerns with individuals should differ from processes addressing concerns about the institution.  
This issue could be submitted as something that could be addressed by the NLT for less than $250. 

Fridell suggested an ad hoc subcommittee to draw up a proposal. 

Holm shared that students do not see value of faculty evaluations and they fill them out quickly because they are tedious.

Holm thought students might feel more that their voice is heard via comment cards than via other methods.

Fridell asked for 4 volunteers to form a committee to seek out information, and asked that other senators filter information to the committee. 

Committee: McCall to chair; Spencer, Grispino, and Strauch volunteered and Holms will provide a name to McCall for a student representative.

Selection process for Distinguished Lecture Series

Angel McAdams, Director of Campus Activities, coordinates the Distinguished Lecture Series (DLS) which is a co-curricular experience with an academic message. She is trying to develop a new selection process for spending the DLS money since it is culture of quality money.
Originally a group coordinated by faculty member selected the lectures, it then switched to student affairs/campus activities. The money comes from the Culture of Quality Fund (provost”s office). 

Last time, McAdams involved academic departments that were more historically involved in the series, and wants to improve the process. She sought senate feedback about how to better select for equality among departments.
Some ideas shared by McAdams included:
· Feb 3
Harold Ford Jr. – written a lot in his field…way for acad. Dept to tie in reading/discussion

· Greg Mortensen, Noble nominee, 3Cups of Tea…what if we could get him and students would have read a book in a class…

· 3 colleges=3 lectures

· Integrate lecture event it into classroom learning
Walker noted that department feedback good is a good idea and suggested doing a global theme to match the educate, illuminate, ignite, inspire logo.
Rohs thought preparing curriculum material/idea/clips/journal packages for departments would encourage integration of speaker topics/content into the classes.  

Petefish-Schrag thought that instead of “equal representation” we should encourage an interdisciplinary nature and avoid perceptions of a “college’s speaker”. 

Thornsberry wondered if an existing committee could take this on or if a committee could be established since this would be an annual need. 

It was determined that Faculty Senate Executive Committee will review existing committees at their meeting next week, with Angel in attendance, to determine if the task fits with a particular committee. If not a new committee could be added to the Senate committees.
