I.     Unanimous approval of minutes from April 12, 2006, meeting.

II.   Unanimous approval of today’s agenda. 
III.  Election of officers for 33rd Senate.  Jeff Ferguson, filling in today for Roy Schwartzman, explains the situation of Roy’s resignation—he has accepted a position at another University—and the subsequent need for new elections.   Roy’s resignation as President of the 33rd Senate will take effect as soon as a President-Elect is chosen.  The President-Elect will then immediately become the new President, and a new President-Elect will have to be chosen.

A.  Nomination and second for Mark Corson to be the President-Elect.  Motion and second for the cessation of nominations.  Unanimous approval of Mark Corson to be new President-Elect of the 33rd Senate.

3:25:  Roy Schwartzman having resigned, Mark Corson now assumes the role of President.  Mark introduces Diana Pope, a student in Geology/Geography, as a new employee within the Faculty Senate office.

B. Nomination and second of Chi-Lo Lim to be President-Elect of the 33rd Senate.  Chi-Lo introduces herself to the Senate.  Motion and second to close nominations.  Unanimous approval of Chi-Lo Lim to be the new President-Elect of the 33rd Senate.

C. Nomination and second of Wayne Chandler to be Secretary of the 33rd Senate.  Motion and second to close nominations.  Unanimous approval of Wayne Chandler to be the Secretary of the 33rd Faculty Senate.
IV.   Reports.  Since the new committees have not been formed, the reports now come from the committees as they existed for the 32nd Faculty Senate.

A. Student Senate.  No representative present, and no report.

B. Support Staff Council.  No rep and no report.

C. Academic Appeals.  Nancy Zeliff reports.  There was one attempt at an appeal, but the student did not understand the process and so the appeal did not go through.

D. Admissions & Advanced Standing.  Jeff Ferguson reports.  There are already 14 petitions waiting to be addressed, so this committee will need to meet the week of May 7.

E. Curriculum & Degree Requirements.  Carole Edmonds reports.  CDR last met April 17, and there are no challenges to consider today.

Jeff notes that the Board of Regents last week approved the proposals for Insitutional Requirements, with the provision that the new IRs will not become official until the 2007-08 academic year with the development of a means of assessment before then.

F. Assessment.  Mark Corson reports.

G. Budget, Planning, & Development.  No rep and no report.

H. Faculty Welfare.  Dave McLaughlin reports. 

· The committee has not met since the last Senate meeting, but they will continue to work this summer on issues including the proposal for revised parking permits. 

· There has been one community hearing on the “nursery proposal,” an idea that will move ahead this summer, and the committee will continue to study the issue of salary compression this summer.

· Mark asks Dave about the status of proposed changes to the Faculty Handbook regarding quotas and faculty holding elected offices.  These issues have not yet gone to the Board of Regents and hopefully will do so this summer.

· Dave notes that there has not yet been a meeting with the President to discuss the results of the Faculty Satisfaction Survey.  Mark notes he will meet with the President soon and invites Dave to accompany him so they can discuss those survey results.

I. Level III Committees.  Jeff Ferguson reports.

· Jeff notes that 15 people this year applied for promotion, and 11 were approved.  Eleven applied for tenure, and 10 of those were approved.

· Faculty Advisory Committee on Rank.  The committee’s members for the coming year will be Jeff Loomis and Richard Fulton for the College of Arts & Sciences, Carolyn McCall for the College of Education, and Merry McDonald for the Booth College.

· Access & Accommodations.  Nancy Foley reports.  The committee has recommended that there be a separate program, in addition to the Talent Development Center, to assist students with disabilities.

· Designated Curricular Matters.  Greg Haddock reports.  Greg notes that in the Constitution, the DCM committee is listed as a Level One committee, rather than a Level Three, yet in the University phone book DCM is listed as a Level Three committee.  Mark notes that the phone book does not necessarily reflect the constitution.

J. University Chairs.  Greg Haddock reports.  The Chairs have elected Doug Dunham to be chair of the chairs for next year.

V.  Old Business.  None.

VI.  New Business.

A.  Orientation to duties of Senators.

· Mark Corson encourages the Senators to read the Consitution and by-laws, available through the Faculty Senate webpage.  The “key thing,” says Mark, is that all authority for governance of the University comes from the Board of Regents, who then dispense responsibilities to various entities and individuals, the Faculty Senate being one of those entities.

· Mark discusses the responsibilities of each level of committee. 

· Senators are encouraged to communicate accurately and effectively with their constituents—their Departmental colleagues—and to communicate (including voting) with the Senate as representatives of those constituents.  Dave McLaughlin adds that he feels it is more effective for Senators to be tenured than not and that it is the responsibility of tenured faculty to demonstrate leadership, including serving on Senate.

· Jeff says that there is an expectation for elected Senators to serve as chairs for Senate committees, as needed.  Also, the expectation is that a Senator is able to attend all Senate meetings.  If a Senator is unable to attend a meeting, he or she is to send an alternate Senator, elected by the respective Department, who is fully informed regarding the issues to be addressed at the meeting.

· Nancy Zeliff adds that those faculty members who are not tenured should not feel that there is a lack of collegiality among us and should therefore feel fully empowered to share their Departments’ concerns.  Jeff agrees and notes that the Senate is very supportive of its members, tenured or not.

· Mark says that Renee Rohs has been elected to serve in his stead as the new Senator from Geology/Geography.

· Mark now discusses the role of the Senate Pesident, which is, in short, to preside over meetings and facilitate the functioning of the Senate, adhering in meetings to Robert’s Rules of Order.  Mark now asks us to allow one Senator at a time to speak in the meetings.
  Mark also serves as the Senate’s representative to the administration and so will have monthly meetings with the Provost and regular meetings with the President.  Mark will, he says, always bring another person with him to those meetings, to ensure transparency.  Mark also will be attending meetings of the Missouri Association of Faculty Senates.

B. Curriculum proposal 105-03-05:  Change in Agricultural Education Major.  There is some minor confusion because the second page of the proposal is misnumbered.  Motion and second to change the number on the second page to 105-03-05.  Unanimous approval.  Motion and second to approve the entire proposal.  No discussion.  Question is called.  Unanimous approval.

C. Curriculum proposal 206-36-01:  Change in core B.S.Ed Middle School in Social Science.  Motion and second to approve.  No discussion.  Question is called.  Unanimous approval. 

Brief discussion of the sending of proposals through e-mail.  Senators generally seem to prefer receiving a single e-mail with multiple attachments rather than multiple e-mails.  Also, the point is made that proposals should be sent simply in black & white, rather than in color (as was the case today), to make printing quicker and easier.

D. Committee assignments. 

· Mark notes that the Senate committees have obligations to fulfill immediately, so he, with the assistance of Greg Haddock, has already prepared drafts of the committees for the coming year.  He asks Senators now to examine the proposed committee rosters he has distributed today.  Mark suggests that it is most important to approve the Admissions and Advanced Standing committee, since it needs to meet next week.

· Mark also urges all Senators to encourage their constituents to use the electronic committee preference form next year to indicate their committee preferences.

· Dave asks what the Constitution indicates about our timeline for approval of these committees.  The response is that the Senate is supposed to have the committee drafts for five days before voting.  Dave moves that we waive the five-day rule to approve these committees tentatively today.  Second by Jeff Thornsberry.  Question is called.  Unanimous approval to waive the five-day rule.

· Motion and second to approve the list of Level One and Level Two committees.  Discussion ensues, and several changes are made.  Question is called to vote on the amended list.  Unanimous approval.

· Barret Eichler suggests that Senators e-mail Mark the names of Department members who are not now listed on this list of committee members.

· Nancy asks how faculty are to be informed as to what committees they are on.  Mark says he’ll e-mail the list to all faculty members, and asks Senators to inform their constituents as to what committees they’re on.

· Doug Sudhoff asks if first-year faculty need to serve on committees.  Answer is no.

· Greg asks when the Level Three committees will be formulated.  Mark says that IRB will probably be constructed tonight or tomorrow, and that he will ask for an electronic vote on that committee so that they can begin meeting and processing proposals.  The other committee lists will probably come near the end of May, by e-mail.
