GETTING STARTED:

· Go to the Recommended CS/IS Periodical Databases at http://www.nwmissouri.edu/library/articles/csisper.htm
· Click ACM Portal
· Click the radio button for The ACM Digital Library (Owens Library subscribes to the Digital Library, but not to The Guide.)
SEARCH ONE: 
· In the search box, type "virtual private network OR VPN
· Click the Search button

· Some articles that are not available in our subscription in ACM can be located in full text in Google Scholar or Google. 
· Go to http://scholar.google.com 
· In the Search Box, type the title of the article enclosed in quotation marks. Example:

"Secure universal mobility for wireless Internet"
· Click the Search button. 
· You will retrieve the results shown below. 

· Click all 10 versions shown after the first title. 
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· You will retrieve the results shown below.
· The first three results don’t yield links to the full text of the article. However, the fourth link provides the full text of the article. 
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Another Search Strategy for Voice Over IP Technology
· In the search box at the top of the page, type "voice over IP" OR VOIP
· Click the Search button
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Save and Bookmark  

· Unlike Business Source Premier, ACM Portal does not provide any additional buttons for Save, Email, or Bookmark. You can save the full text document to your flash drive after viewing it. You can return to the full description page by saving DOI Bookmark URL.
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When the results appear, click the drop down arrow next to Sort results by and click publication date. This will display the most recent articles first.

Click this Advanced Search link to narrow or broaden the search results.





To view this list of search results, click the graphic (or press ctrl click). 





Click the pdf icon to view a copy of the article. Article #1 is not available via our subscription. Article #2 is available. See the graphic below for instructions for finding Article #1. 





The quotation marks around the phrase “virtual private network” tell the database to look for the words in that exact order. The OR between the two ideas tells the database to search for either of the synonyms. For example: look for either virtual private network OR VPN. 





Use the DOI Bookmark to return to this full-description page. (Not all records have this feature.)
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
