· click a check box in front of suggested subject to narrow a search

Simple Search (searches full text of each item in ebrary)
Boolean (must be ALL CAPS)

· results contain all of the words:  nanotechnology AND networks

· results contain either of the words:  instruction OR teach

· results exclude the words:  Missouri AND NOT Kansas

Phrases

· results include the word string: "transgenic volume"

Parentheses

· (computer OR computers OR technology) AND ethics

· "organizational policy" AND management
Proximity (must be ALL CAPS)
results contain words that are near, but not right next to each other:

· Ulysses WITHIN-1 Grant 
· "computer ethics" WITHIN-10 social  
· "Thomas Edison" WITHIN-30 inventions
	Advanced Search

· click Advanced 
· search by full text, subject, title, author, publisher, etc. 

Advanced Search can be used to combine many queries in one.  The rules of thumb are:

· use Subject searching for broad concepts

· use Text searching for unique terms

· use Title if you are searching for a known item

· use Author if correct last name is known

· use Publisher to limit to one publishing house

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Bookshelf (Sign In to your Bookshelf to save notes, highlights and bookmarks)
· For copying, printing, notes, highlighting, and InfoTools, click 
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· When the ebrary Reader opens, use the toolbar (shown below) for special ebrary features. 
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Bookmark - Add books for accessing later
· Select InfoTools
· Click Add to Bookshelf
Highlight - Save highlighted passages
· click the highlight button on the toolbar to both enter and leave highlight mode

Notes – Take notes about a displayed page

· click the Notes tab and enter text in the dialog box.
· “Remove a Note - To remove a Note, click on the Note in your Bookshelf to navigate to that Note within the book. Click the Notes tab (in the Contents panel), then click the Delete button to remove the Note for that page.”  (ebrary Help file)

Citation Style Preference
· Select InfoTools

· Click Preferences
· Choose desired citation style; default style is similar to Turabian
