Classroom Visit with Students:  Observe how the participant includes Internet resources in a lesson and which information-literacy skills applied.  After the observation, discuss decisions made while planning the lesson.  How did they locate their resources and did they plan for diverse learner needs (linguistic, cultural and academic.)  If students conducted searches on their own, what skills did the teacher emphasize?  Which information-literacy skills are being focused on with students.  How have the students learned these skills?

Classroom Visit without Students:  Discuss Diverse Learner needs.  Reflect on the use of information-literacy skills, how the students have learned these skills, and what challenges and successes have occurred.  Discuss a recent resource search and what the pros and cons were.
