Appeal Criteria:

1. The Discipline Committee failed to afford the accused a reasonable opportunity to prepare and present his/her defense.

2. The Discipline Committee incorrectly interpreted a rule, regulation, and/or policy.

3. New evidence has surfaced that has a direct bearing on the case.

4. The sanction imposed was inappropriate given the nature of the violation.

5. The decision was inconsistent with the weight of the evidence.

In order to be considered for an appeal, the student must verbally indicate his/he intent to appeal within 24 hours after he/she has been verbally notified of  the decision and then must submit a written appeal to the Student Affairs Office no later than three days (72 hrs) after receiving notification of the Committee’s decision.  In writing the appeal, the student should provide a clear basis for appeal based upon the appeal criteria listed above.
The right of the appeal does not entitle a student to a full rehearing of his/her entire case.  The Appeal Board may, at its discretion, ask the student or any other party to make an oral or written presentation.  The Board may accept or reverse any decision of the Discipline Committee or it may choose to return the case to the Committee for a rehearing.

Attach a typed (double spaced) explanation to this form, addressing your reasons for an appeal.  You must explain why you meet the above criteria and should include all additional information that will aid the appeal officer in making his/her decision.

You will receive written notice of any decision in regard to your appeal.
